WHAT IS PROVIDED IN MY REGISTRATION FEE? MEMBERS- $90 NON-MEMBERS- $125

WHAT AGE GROUP SHOULD MY CHILD BE IN?
Your child should be in an age group based on their age on the first day of practice. Example: If the child is 7 at the time of
registration, but turns 8 before the first day of practices, the child would need to play in the 8-9 age group.
